If the spiritual soul of humanity is to exert an 
effective influence on the field of education on 
the world scale this will be as the result of 
conscious work and cooperation with the 
soul’s influence by pioneering individuals and 
groups. In 2006 The Wrekin Forum’s 
conference, The Emerging Spirituality Revolution 
highlighted an important difference between 
spirituality and soul work. 
It is soul work that takes us 
beyond our comfort zones 
and it is soul work that is 
needed if our spiritual 
qualities and ideals for 
education are to become a 
reality in our time.

This fully participatory 
meditative retreat will be 
based on the themes of the 
Light, Love and Power of 
the Soul and their relevance 
to the new group of Soul 
Educators. The retreat will 
provide a challenge and an opportunity for 
group progress into the energy of the Soul, 
with explorations of what that means in terms 

of the emergence of soul education as the 
dominant note of education in the 21st 

century. We will engage in deep and 
nourishing work on the Great Wheel of Soul 
Education.

THE PROGRAMME
A programme outline will be sent nearer to 
the time. A large portion of the retreat will be 
spent in meditative activity based on soul 
alignment. Voice work, music, movement, 
simple ritual, discussion and talks on given 
themes will all be used to create a field in 
which insight can emerge out of the deep 
peace of the soul.
